
Sample Certification of Translation
U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) requires that petitioners submit certified translations for all foreign language documents.  The certification of translation does not have to be notarized.

The person certifying the translation must that state s/he is fluent or conversant in English and the foreign language, and that the translation is accurate. The certification should include the certifier's name, signature, address, and date of certification. Copy and paste onto your business stationary the following USCIS suggested format to create your own certification letter.
